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Breakfast on the Farm is an MSU Extension event designed to showcase a selection of Michigan farms and to introduce the non-farm public to modern agriculture on farms that are not already open to the public or have commercial operation sales on their farm.  It is an educational event that emphasizes the importance of environmental stewardship, food safety and good animal care.  Because of the size and scope of the event, it is not for every farm or every farmer.  Below is a brief checklist to help you decide if hosting a Breakfast on the Farm is right for you and your family.

Extension staff member

Willing to help MSU Extension secure 150-300 volunteers for the day of the event

Willing to identify and contact local financial sponsors and to have a local MSU Extension office serve as

fiduciary for the event

Willing to be financially responsible for maintenance, cleaning and other event preparations on the farm

Willing to serve as a media spokesperson for your farm and to participate in media training prior to the event
